Please support your children’s reading and encourage regular quizzing. Find 
opportunities to look at a range of writing and poetry and what makes them different 
to one another, with a particular focus on fictional writing, balanced arguments, 
persuasive writing and narrative poetry. Help them to learn their spellings over the 
week, which are posted on Seesaw each Tuesday. Support the correct use of 
punctuation and high-level vocabulary in all their writing and encourage cursive 
handwriting and pride in their work. This term, the children can choose from a range 
of activities from an English homework grid, which will be posted on Seesaw. A 
completed activity should be handed in each week. 

Maths

Encourage your children to learn their multiplication and division tables off by heart. 
Take any opportunity for mental maths e.g., money and change, time telling, 
estimating and counting. Encourage taking times table challenges on TT Rockstars and 
explore www.mathszone.co.uk  or www.topmarks.co.uk. This term, maths homework 
will be set on Friday and is due in on Monday; it will usually be set on SeeSaw. Please 
avoid showing your child different methods to those taught in class – if in doubt, do 
feel free to ask.

In DT, your child will be learning about nutrition - look together 
at the nutritional values of different foods.  
 
Computing: This term we will be continuing to design and create detailed algorithms in 
Scratch to make our own fantastic computer games. We will also be taking a look at sound 
editing software such as GarageBand, using the app to create our own amazing tunes!  At 
home it would be fantastic to continue to practise word processing and keyboard skills, 
typing.com is the ideal tool to do this!

History: This term we will be exploring Invaders and Settlers, focusing on Anglo Saxons and 
Vikings in the British Isles. Find out about the different Anglo-Saxon territories and their rulers. 
Are there any names you recognise? How and why did the Vikings invade? Look at the internet 
– BBC Bitesize KS2 is a good site for this. 
Geography: Consider how we can improve the local environment we live in by being conscious 
of how we treat rubbish. Does your household recycle? Could you do more? Rugby’s nearest 
recycling Centre is at Hunter’s Lane, what could you dispose there?  
R.E.: We will be considering what we can learn from religions about deciding what is right and
