Encourage your child to read every day, focusing on pace and expression, as well as continuing
to enjoy shared reading together whereby you both talk about the content. Allow your child
practical and useful opportunities to write at home — don't force it. Use our reading platform
and employ a variety of ways to learn weekly spellings.

Mathematics

Say number bonds to 10 then 20 to each other.

Mr Webb Count and share patterns of twos, fives and tens together
Take practical and real opportunities to use money, recognise shapes in the environment and
weigh/measure around the home. Use Active Learn online to reinforce weekly classroom
objectives.

MFL Ask your child to teach you French words! Our topics this term include greetings and

Mrs Day introducing yourself, school equipment and pets. We will also study the weather, clothes and
the days of the week.

Science/DT Science/DT: Talk to your child about objects and what materials they are made from. Ask

your child to explain why objects are made from specific materials? Investigate a variety of
materials — what are their properties and how are they fit for purpose? Look at different
designs of chairs —what are they made from?

Computing Computing: Any use of ICT at home is super practise, especially games that develop

Mr Adkins mouse/finger skills (painting or colouring apps are great!) or typing skills, like BBC Dance Mat.
There are also lots of fantastic coding and programming apps available, my favourites are
Scratch Jnr, Bee-bot, Daisy Dinosaur and Swift Playgrounds.

Humanities RE: Topics are all about belonging to a faith community as well as being aware of symbols in

Mr Webb the Christian and Jewish religions.

Mrs Emery History: Topics include Grace Darling, the Gunpowder Plot and Remembrance Day. What can
you find out about these?

Mr Adkins Geography: Topicis ‘Going to the Seaside’ so talk about seasides and what can be found there.

Art Art & Design — We are learning about illustration so it would be helpful if you could spend time

illustrators have drawn the pictures in the style they have.
